


Terms & Conditions

Bidding: Each bull on which there are two or more bids will be sold to the 
highest bidder.
Terms: Cash or check. Settlement to be made immediately after the completion 
of the sale.
Disputes: The auctioneer will settle any disputes as to bids and his decisions on 
such matters will be final.
Announcements: Any errors or changes in information contained in the 
catalog will be announced from the auction block and such announcements shall 
take precedence over information contained herein.
Handling: Each animal will be at the purchaser’s risk as soon as sold but will 
not be released until settlement has been made.
Registration & Transfer: All animals are purebreds and sell with proper 
registration certificates or application for registration, completed and signed for 
transfer by the seller at the seller’s expense.
Breeder’s Guarantee: All animals sold are guaranteed breeders by the 
owner

Bulls - Any bull that has not been proven a breeder within six months after 
date of sale, if in healthy condition, may be returned to seller at buyer’s expense. 
The seller reserves the right and privilege of trying for a period of six months 
to prove the bull a breeders. If proven a breeder, the bull will be returned at the 
buyer’s expense. Should the bull fail to prove a breeder, the seller will issue 
the buyer a credit toward the purchase of another bull in full settlement and 
satisfaction of all claims.

Females - Females in calf or sold with calf at side are considered breeders 
without further. Females sold exposed to a bull are presumed pregnant but not 
guaranteed. Any animal that has not proven a breeder within six months of sale 
date, if in healthy condition, may be returned at buyer’s expense. The seller 
reserves the right to try and get the animal safe in calf. If the animal does conceive, 
the buyer will claim the animal at his own expense. If not the seller at his option 
may return the purchase price or replace the animal with another of equal value in 
full settlement of all claims. If the animal in question developed to be a problem 
breeder due to negligence or improper management by the buyer, the seller’s 
guarantee does not apply.
Health: Official interstate charts will be furnished to the buyer immediately 
following the sale.
Liabilities: All persons attend the sale at their own risk, and the seller and the 
sale manager assume no liability, legal or otherwise, 
for any accidents occurring in, on or about the premises. Neither does the seller 
assume any liability 
for loss or injury to livestock due to theft, mysterious disappearance, sickness, 
improper handling or acts of God.
Contract: The above terms and conditions of sale shall constitute a contract 
between the buyer and seller of each animal and be equally binding on both.

NO dogs will be permitted on the grounds of the Tennessee Livestock Center.  
This is a rule of MTSU.  This includes puppies for sale.

Tennessee Beef Agribition Junior 
Heifer & Steer Show

Sunday • March 14, 2010 • 9:00 a.m.
An open to the world junior heifer and steer show will be held in conjunction 
with the twentieth Annual Tennessee Beef Agribition. The Agribition is held at 
the Tennessee Livestock Center in Murfreesboro, Tennessee. The junior show 
will start with heifers followed by steers. Two rings of heifers will show at the 
same time, and breeds will not be rotated.

The rules of the event are as follows:
 1. Breed association rules for junior shows will apply to each respective 

breed.
 2. No pre-entry is required. Entry forms will be available Friday and 

Saturday.
 3. Due to limited parking facilities, all trailers must be parked in the 

designated parking area. Junior cattle will not be  allowed in the barns 
until 5:00 p.m.on Friday, March 12th. On Friday, Junior cattle will only 
be allowed in the barn where Friday sale cattle are stalled. On Saturday, 
Junior cattle will be allowed in the stalls when sales are completed and 
sale cattle are removed.

 4. All junior cattle should be on the grounds and processed by 5:00 p.m. on 
Saturday, March 13th. Heifers and steers will be processed Saturday from 
2:00 until 5:00 p.m.

 5. **There will be a $20 per head entry fee at the 2010 event.**
  All classes will be placed through fifth place, and premiums will be paid 

for 1st - 5th.
 6. Heifer and steer breed shows will be available for the following breeds: 

Angus, Charolais, Chianina/Chiangus, Gelbvieh, Hereford, Limousin, 
Polled Herefords, Salers, Shorthorn and Simmental. Breed rotation will be 
A to Z (Simmental, Shorthorn...will show last).

 7. All other breeds (AOB), including commercial heifers and cross-bred 
steers will compete in AOB classes. AOB heifers will show by weight.

 8. Heifers eligible to show must be born on or after September 1, 2009.
  Heifer classes will be based on the futurity system and will be determined 

after all entries are made. Steers will show by breed with classes 
determined by weight.

 9. Heifers (born on or after 09/01/09) purchased in any of the Agribition 
sales will be eligible to compete in the Junior Show.
